	- more about dance as a means of seeking/attaining approval from adults; character development (insecurity?)

	“Mama used to teach me to dance and sing and to say verses; a great many gentlemen and ladies came to see mamma and I used to dance before them…”
	- again perhaps approval from adults (character development); dance becomes a kind of metaphor for currency or something more sinister.

	And spreading out her dress, she chasseed across the room; till having reached Mr. Rochester, she wheeled lightly around him on tiptoe, then dropped on one knee at his feet.
	- mostly character development; there’s an eagerness to please implied in the “one knee” aspect but also a reluctance to submit completely; this passage also suggests Adele’s power (adverb “lightly” implies she is in control).
