and 30 sports teams.  Cameron has one 

of the largest Student Activities Council in 

the Region with over 80 selected student 

representatives.  Numerous fundraising 

and charity opportunities thrive with student 

participation.  Extra-curricular musical op-

tions consist of several choirs and bands.

•  Group 4 Experimental Sciences: Biology 

(HL)

•  Group 5 Mathematics and Computer 

Studies: Mathematics or Math Studies 

(SL)

Studies Certificate to students who suc-

cessfully complete the program require-

ments. All CIS (Cameron International 

Studies) courses meet or exceed the cur-

riculum requisites of the Ministry of Educa-

tion and Training and contribute to the 

credits necessary to achieve an Ontario 

Secondary School Diploma. A CIS credit is 

a course that emphasizes an international 

perspective through content (curriculum, 

resources) and delivery (teaching strate-

gies).

Those who fail 

to satisfy all requirements or who elect to 

take fewer than six subjects are awarded 

an IB certificate for each subject success-

fully completed.

The IB Programme is studied in addition to 

the Ontario Ministry of Education Curricu-


(required to complete a minimum of two IB 
Certificates) or the Ambassadors Pro-

gram.
