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What is the Specialist high Skill Major Transportation program?

A Specialist High Skills Major in Transportation enables students to customize their high school experience to suit their interests and talents, to meet the requirements of the Ontario Secondary School Diploma, and to prepare for a successful post-secondary transition to apprenticeship training, college, university or employment in the Transportation sectors. An SHSM enables students to gain sector-identified preparatory skills and knowledge, and to make more informed career decisions.
What will students in the Transportation major study?

· The SHSM–Transportation provides students with a strong foundation for a wide variety of careers in the transportation sector, from those focusing on the service, repair, and modification of vehicles and vehicle systems to those related to the organization and management of transportation services and mass-transit systems.
· A bundle of Grade 11 and Grade 12 courses in which students earn: 

· Four Transportation Major credits providing skills and knowledge in the sector 

· One English credit and other credits tailored to include units focused on transportation 

· Two cooperative education credits to gain workplace experience that enables students to refine, extend and practise sector-specific knowledge and skills 

· Experiential learning, career exploration and reach ahead activities within the sector 

· Certifications and training programs/courses in first aid, CPR and WHMIS. 

· Essential Skills and work habits required in the sector 

What are the future career paths for Transportation majors?
For Transportation Majors, possible careers include: 

· Apprenticeship – Auto body Repair, Automotive & Marine Mechanic, Heavy duty Equipment Technician, Motorcycle Technician, Transmission Technician, Truck Trailer Service Technician, Farm Equipment Technician, Small Engines, Parts Technician, Tire, Wheel and Rim Mechanic, Alignment & Brake Technician
· College – Air Pilot, Industrial Designer, Motive Power Technician, Small Engine Mechanic, Transportation Manager, Marine Engineer Mechanic, Stationary Engineer and Auxiliary Equipment Operator
· University – Aerospace, Automotive, Electrical and Mechanical Engineer
· Entry Level Workplace – Airport Ramp Attendant, Automobile Salesperson, Boat Operator, Tire Repairer, Delivery and Courier Service Drivers, Heavy Equipment Operator (except Crane)
