Attendance/Punctuality

Attendance is taken twice daily at 8:35 a.m. and 11:10 am.  Students are expected to arrive at school no later than the 8:30 a.m bell. If you know that your child will be late, a phone call to our attendance line or a note with your child upon entry will be needed. If a student arrives late, he/she must report directly to the office.  
All students are expected to be in regular attendance once registered at school and to be punctual and adhere to school hours.
Consistent attendance is important to your child’s overall progress and continued absence undermines the benefits that a school experience can provide.  
If your child has medical reasons to justify frequent absences, please let the office know as soon as possible.  Your child’s teacher will make you aware when absences/lates have reached beyond 10 school days.  If absences or lates go beyond 15 days in a school year, administration would like to meet with students and families to discuss solutions to resolve the issue.  Absences of 20 days or more will be directed to our school’s social worker. Our goal is to work with families to minimize the days away other than those needed due to illness.

[image: image4.wmf]Picking Up and Dropping Off Children by Car
Dropping off students at the front of the school causes great safety concerns. Buses arrive at the school between 8:05 a.m. – 8:20 a.m. and between 2:45 p.m. – 3:05 p.m.  If you need to pick up or drop off your child during those times, make arrangements to pick them up on East Street or down the street on Stewart Avenue, away from the school and the safety cones. Cars parked in restricted zones may be ticketed by the bylaw enforcement officers at any time during the school day.
We continue to encourage students to walk to school with friends.  Walking with friends is a great social activity. It will decrease vehicle emissions from idling cars and increases a child’s activity level.
Bicycles/Rollerblades/Skateboards/Scooters
[image: image5.wmf]In order to minimize the risk of injury, parents are asked to review safety and rules of the road with their child at home.  Students must walk their bicycles, skateboards, roller blades and scooters on school property.  Students who persistently ignore this expectation will lose the privilege of keeping their “transportation” at school.  Bicycles must be stored in the racks provided and must be locked. Due to safety reasons, we are not able to leave scooters in the hallways or at the back of the classroom.  Students must store their scooters in their lockers during the day.
Nutrition Breaks

[image: image6.wmf]The balanced school day is a way of dividing up a student’s day to provide three blocks of instructional time and two nutrition and exercise breaks.
Students are to remain at school during the first 40-minute break, but may eat lunch at home during the second break.  A record of permission will be kept on file at the office of students who go home for lunch on a daily basis. Other students may on occasion need to go home for lunch for a variety of reasons during the second nutrition break.  If this is the case, the student must provide a written note each time they leave the school.   In order that we are aware of student’s whereabouts while students are in our care, we have had to develop very clear outlines and expectations around our nutrition breaks, particularly with our older students.  Consequences for leaving without written parental permission or lateness in returning from nutrition breaks will result in progressive discipline. 
Lunchroom Expectations

Students will:

· Eat in their classrooms or an other designated area in an appropriate manner, until dismissed.

· Carry on normal conversation.  Excessive noise is not permitted.

· Clean up their eating area, disposing of their waste in the containers provided and putting pop cans, etc. in the blue recycling bins.

· Not take food to the hallway or playground.

If a student’s lunchroom behaviour is consistently inappropriate, the parents will be contacted and alternative lunch arrangements will have to be made.
Allergy Alert 
We have several students at Stewart Avenue who are extremely allergic to nuts.  If they are exposed in any way to nuts or any food containing nuts or peanut oil, they could go into anaphylactic shock, which can be fatal.  Even coming into contact with something that another child has touched after handling a product containing nuts can lead to a reaction.  
Therefore, for health reasons, we ask that all food brought to school be nut-free.  Please ensure that all food sent to school does not contain nuts or items that are made with peanut oil.  This would include peanut butter sandwiches, chocolate bars with peanuts, granola bars, peanut butter cookies or peanut butter cups, snack packs with peanut butter, etc. Wow Butter, a new product on the market also falls in this category.  While this product is not, in itself, an allergen, it does closely mimic a known allergen that is strongly linked to  anaphylactic  responses  in  some  children.  It may be  too  difficult  to distinguish the difference between this product and the allergen for staff and students, thus causing a risk in its use in schools.
Lockers

Students in Grades 4-8 are assigned lockers (or will share a locker depending on availability) in which to keep their personal property and school materials.  Students will be required to give their combination to their homeroom teacher.  A record of all locker numbers and locks is kept at the office. 

All contents of the locker are the responsibility of the individual student. In the interest of security, it is essential that students do not share their lockers and lock combination with any other students.  Locks or lockers may not be exchanged or traded.  All lockers remain the property of the Waterloo Region District School Board and the administration has the right to search lockers at any time.

Guidelines for the Use of Lockers

· The locker is to be used to store a student’s books, other school material and personal clothing and belongings.

· [image: image8.wmf]It is the responsibility of students to maintain their locker in a neat, clean condition. The homeroom teacher, or other staff member designated by the principal, will periodically inspect lockers.

· No student should enter another student’s locker unless they are sharing one.

· No breakable or spillable items are to be kept in the locker. 

· Valuable articles, such as cell phones, ipods, tablets, etc. should not be brought to school.  The school accepts no responsibility for lost or broken items.

· Students who tamper with locks and lockers belonging to other students may lose the privilege of having a locker at school, and will face disciplinary action.

· Student timetables should be prominently posted on the inside door; use only magnets to attach posters or pictures.

Students should go to their lockers before Opening Exercises, at break times and after school to organize books and prepare for class.  Students should carry only the books, equipment and gym clothes that are necessary for the next block of classes.  Backpacks and large bags are not allowed in class.

Please be aware that students who bring toys and other personal belongings to school do so at their own risk. Security of such items cannot be guaranteed.  Please label all outer clothing, gym clothes, lunch bags, backpacks, etc.  Found articles are placed in the Lost and Found boxes located outside the library.  Parents and students are encouraged to check the Lost and Found frequently for missing items.  At the end of each term, unclaimed items are donated to a local charity. Valuables such as glasses, jewelry, keys, etc. are expected to be taken directly to the office if found.

Physical Education

[image: image10.wmf]For safe participation, freedom of movement and good hygiene, each student should have a complete change of clothing, consisting of gym shoes, shorts and a T-shirt.  You are encouraged to send your child’s physical education clothing in a plastic or “tote” bag that can be hung on a hook.  Grade 7 and 8 students will be asked to purchase a school physical education uniform.  Information will come home early in the school year.   No jewelry is allowed during participation in these activities.  Students are encouraged to leave all money, jewelry, and valuables in their lockers or at home on the days in which they have physical education. All clothing should be labeled with the child’s name.  Unless excused for medical reasons, with a note, all children are expected to participate in physical education classes.
Student Planners

Student planners are an important organizational tool to help keep you informed and your child organized.  Student planners are to be used for students to record homework assignments, test dates and other important information.  Students are expected to take their planners to all classes.  

Illness

Children who are ill should be kept at home.  Sending a sick child to school can result in the spread of the sickness.  We are unable to accommodate requests for sick children to remain indoors at recess or during lunch.  This would require extra adult supervision, which we cannot provide.

Administration of Medication

[image: image13.wmf]Some children are allergic to various medicines, including penicillin and aspirin.  Because of our concern for student safety, we take all precautions to ensure that no drugs or medication fall into the wrong hands. 
The following procedures must be followed:

· No drugs/medication are allowed at school unless prior arrangements are made with the principal or school secretary.
· For any child who must receive prescription medication at school, the form, Administering of Medication in the Waterloo Region District School Board, MUST be completed and signed by the parent.  This form is available on request from the school office.  All medication must be in the original prescription container.


NOTE: school personnel cannot administer non-prescription medication.
Emergency School Closing

[image: image14.wmf]There are many reasons why a school may be closed, either before school starts in the morning or during the school day.  Some of these emergency situations include fire, flood, power failure, breakdown of the heating or water systems and severe weather conditions.  Severe weather causes most emergency closings and includes conditions such as extreme ice storms, dense fog, extremely high winds and severe snowstorms.  We must be prepared, as early in the school year as possible, to act in a planned, cooperative way in order to maximize the safety of our students in these emergency situations.

School Closing Before 8:30 a.m.
[image: image15.wmf]Bus cancellations and school closures will be announced on radio stations Dave FM Kitchener FM 107, Oldies 1090 Kitchener, KOOL FM Kitchener, FM 105.3, Kitchener, FM 91.5,  MAGIC FM 106.1, CHYM Kitchener FM 96.7, Newstalk 570 Kitchener, AM 570, CKPC Brantford AM 1380, CJOY Guelph AM 1460, FM 92.1, and repeated periodically until 9:00 a.m.

Parents are advised to listen to the radio during the winter months or go on to the Waterloo Region District School Board’s website (www.wrdsb.ca)

When buses are cancelled for Stewart Avenue, the school will be open for the day.  A modified school program will exist if the class has a large number of bus students.  If a parent chooses to drop their child (bus student) off at the school, there will be no transportation by bus at the end of the day.  Parents will be responsible for picking up their child at 2:50 p.m., dismissal time.   

School Closed During the Day
[image: image16.wmf]If the school is closed during the day, every effort will be made to send students home at their normal dismissal time.  However, if the weather deteriorates badly, a decision may be made to send students home at break time.  Announcements will be made on the local radio stations.  School personnel will follow our Emergency Dismissal Procedures and reach one of the contacts listed on your child’s information sheet to inform them of the Emergency closing.  Don’t forget to update the office of any changes to numbers or contacts as needed.  It is very important that we are able to make contact in a timely manner to reduce stress or anxiety in both the children and their families.  
Please avoid telephoning the school during an emergency dismissal as this can tie up the lines and hamper the school's efforts in completing our emergency procedures.
School Council
[image: image17.wmf]Stewart Avenue School Council provides opportunity for parental involvement in decisions that affect the school and student learning.  Areas of focus for parents can range from encouraging healthy lifestyles through nutrition programs, parent seminars, and community building activities to providing advice on such matters as the student code of behaviour and curriculum/program goals.  Various fundraising activities will occur during the year.  School Council meetings are generally held on the second Wednesday of each month at 6:30 p.m.
Visitors

However, in the interests of safety and security, visitors must stop in at the office to let us know you are in the school and receive any assistance that you may require.  All visitors are asked to wear a badge issued by the office, which identifies them as a bona fide visitor.  If you wish to meet with a specific staff member, it is wise to call ahead and make an appointment.

It is our goal that the students at Stewart Avenue Public School will become known for the respectful, caring, and thoughtful manner in which they conduct themselves both within our school and in our community. We are committed to building and sustaining a positive school climate for all students and to provide opportunities for all students to reach their full potential. Building a safe, caring and inclusive environment is a shared responsibility between school, home and the community. In an effort to create a positive school climate, it is the expectation that staff, students, and parents demonstrate: 

• Mutual acceptance and inclusion 

• A culture of respect 

• An attitude free from bias of race, ancestry, place of origin, colour, ethnic origin, citizenship, creed, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, age, marital status, family status or disability 
• An effort to eliminate bullying in all its forms (i.e. physical, verbal, social, electronic or cyber, racial, religious, sexual and disability bullying)

Progressive Discipline/Restorative Practices

Interactions between students can be complex. Students may at times find themselves involved in rough play or conflict with others. Students are expected to be responsible and accountable for their own behavior. A restorative approach will be applied when students become involved in such situations. Our goal is to build positive relationships between the student and those that have been affected by the behaviour. Stewart Avenue has adopted the Kidslink program “Tools for Life”. Students are taught the various tools for problem solving that help them resolve conflict in an acceptable manner. When conflict arises children are taught to walk away, compromise, take turns, talk it out, ignore, apologize, decide by chance (i.e. rock, scissors, paper) or if needed ask an adult for help. Our goal is to have students build healthy, positive relations with others and  to develop resiliency and skills to solve minor problems in a socially acceptable manner.

Bullying is very different and our response to bullying is also different. Bullying requires adult intervention immediately. 

Bullying is defined by WRDSB as aggressive and typically repeated behavior by a pupil where, 

1) the behavior is intended by the pupil to have the effect of, or the pupil ought to know that the behavior would be likely to have the effect of: 

a) Causing harm, fear or distress to another individual; to their reputation or their property 

b) Creating a negative environment at a school for another individual, and 
2) the behavior occurs in a context where there is a real or perceived power imbalance between the pupil and the individual based on factors such as size, strength, age, intelligence, peer group power, economic status, social status, religion, ethnic origin, sexual orientation, family cirumstances, gender, gender identity or expression, race, disability, or the receipt of special education.

In an effort to keep everyone safe: 

• Any game or activity that involves tackling or excessive rough play is not permitted on school grounds. We have a “hands off” policy. 

• Any inappropriate or offensive language will be dealt with immediately and if it continues will result in progressive discipline. 

• Students are expected to comply with reasonable requests from any staff member and a failure to do so will result in progressive discipline. 

 “Off and Away”
[image: image24.wmf]• Personal communication devices (e.g. cell phone, ipods, tablets) will be powered “off and away”, unless otherwise authorized by the teacher for classroom use. Students are expected to keep these devices either in their locker or backpack during the school day. 

• Cellular phones, especially those with cameras have the potential to pose a safety risk for other students and are disruptive and distracting to a student’s learning. Students who are using their cell phone or other electronic device during the school day for non-academic purposes will be asked to bring it to the office for pick-up at the end of the school day. Continual misuse of 

technology within the school setting will result in progressive discipline. If students are required because of an emergency to communicate with their parents before the end of the day, they may request permission to use the office phone. 

Our “Off and Away” policy also applied on school trips as they are an extension of our school day. 

The school cannot assume responsibility for missing or stolen personal electronic devices.
Bus Expectations                                                                                       

[image: image25.wmf]Whether students ride the bus daily to and from school or whether they ride the bus occasionally for field trips or class events, students are expected to behave in a way that ensures the safety of all students and is in line with our school’s code of conduct.
When riding a bus, students are expected to:

· Pay attention to the driver’s instructions.  Students shall not create a disturbance by distracting the driver’s attention, or by interfering with other students or their belongings.

· Board the bus promptly and in single file without crowding, pushing or tripping and make their way to their assigned or regular seat.

· Remain seated during the trip with personal possessions held on their lap or stored under the seat and proceed to leave only when the vehicle is stopped.

· Refrain from rowdy behavior, swearing, smoking, rudeness to the driver, passersby or other motorists, throwing any item, eating or drinking while on the bus

· Pay for damage to the school bus resulting from improper behavior or carelessness

· Leave windows closed unless authorized by the bus driver; in warm weather windows may be kept open three notches from the top while the bus is in motion

Parental Responsibilities

If students have access to bus transportation to and from school, parents are:
· Responsible for the safety and conduct of their children prior to pick-up and drop-off.  Parents whose children are enrolled in junior and senior kindergarten must have appropriate supervision arranged at time of pick-up and drop-off.
· Parents must impress upon children the need to observe the safety precautions and behavior code mentioned above.

· Responsible for damage to the school bus resulting from improper behavior or carelessness.

· Responsible for assisting physically handicapped students on and off the bus at their home stop.

· Responsible for being aware of WRDSB’s Inclement Weather Procedures and are responsible to monitor the radio stations or board website for cancellation announcements.

· Responsible for ensuring that their children are at the bus stop 5 minutes prior to the scheduled time
Riding the school bus is a privilege.  Any student failing to comply with these rules may lose their privilege to ride the school bus.
Crossing Guards

[image: image26.wmf]For the safety of students at Stewart Avenue and our neighbouring schools, adult crossing guards assist students crossing various streets/intersections near our school.  For everyone’s protection, all students must respect the traffic safety rules and the instructions of the adult crossing guards.

Dress Code

In general, student clothing should be neat, clean and presentable for school activities.  Students are encouraged to wear hats to school to protect them from the sun but they should be removed when students are in their classrooms.
School attire is expected to be complementary to the students’ physical stage of development and tasteful[image: image28.wmf]. If a student’s manner of dress does not adhere to the above expectation, school staff may ask students to change into more appropriate clothing.  Staff makes this decision based on the fact that we have young students who attend our school as well and what may be acceptable at one age group may not be appropriate for another.  The rule of thumb to ask yourself is “If in doubt, choose something else.”
Student Activities

Participation

All students are encouraged to actively participate in the range of co-instructional activities offered at Stewart Avenue School.  By getting involved and making a commitment, students will further develop their leadership skills, enjoy interacting with teachers and friends and, explore areas of special interest.  Activities, clubs and intramural activities are held before school in the morning, on breaks and after school.  Details regarding times and locations of these activities are explained during our daily morning announcements.

Student Recognition

[image: image29.wmf]At Stewart Avenue School, individuals are recognized for their effort, ability, and achievements, as they participate in daily activities at the school.  Students are also given opportunities to earn special recognition for their commitments to being good citizens.  There are many ways in which students are given recognition for their achievement.  These rewards take various forms, including personal satisfaction, encouragement from peers and teachers, recognition at monthly assemblies and awards presented at our Graduation Ceremonies.

GRADUATION AWARDS
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Each June, Stewart Avenue School hosts a Graduation Ceremony for our grade 8 students leaving the school.  This provides an opportunity for students to recognize, value and celebrate their achievements. Students may receive one or more of the following awards based on the predetermined criteria.
Citizenship Award 

· Students who best demonstrate consistent kindness and respect for others.

· Students who best demonstrated that they can be counted on to do the right thing.

· Students who best demonstrate and exemplify the qualities we promote through character education.

· Students who best demonstrate their contributions in a tangible way to the betterment of our school.

Trish Carter “Joie de Vive” Award (School Spirit)

· This student demonstrates school spirit and a love of life and is involved in many aspects of school life.
Principal’s Award
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Students will complete an application/resume for this award.  The principal will select a student or students who demonstrate dedication, discipline and determination to achieve goals and be successful.  The recipient demonstrates a willingness to encourage and support others and their leadership is demonstrated throught the school and/or the community.
Valedictorian

· Students will complete nomination forms to be considered for Valedictorian
· The students in the graduating class will then vote on the student they would like to see represent their class as Valedictorian

· Nominated student will be confident speakers and capable of writing their speech and speaking to it during graduation on behalf of the graduating class.

Personal Growth – Most Improved

· Students who best demonstrate significant personal, social, and/or academic growth over the course of their year or years at Stewart Avenue.

Academic Subject Awards (1 student/subject)

· One student per academic subject will be awarded this award based on their academic record in that class, their participation and their enthusiasm for learning of that particular subject area.
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· One student for both band and music are chosen by the music teacher.

· These students should exemplify excellence in band or music through their participation in class and outside of class in either the band or choir.
Athlete of the Year (one male, one female)

· These students should exemplify excellence in athletics through participation in class and outside of class in either intramurals, and/or school teams.

Coaches Award (one male, one female)

· These students will be chosen based on their participation in class, intramurals, and school teams.

· These students will be chosen based on their positive attitudes towards coaches and fellow team members.
Honour Roll
· All students with a graduating average of 80% or above will be recognized.

· The 80% average will be determined through their report card marks.

Top Academic Student

· The student who has the highest average academically in the graduating class will receive this award.
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Student Services

Special Education
The purpose of this support is to enable students to function successfully in the regular classroom.  Our special education resource teachers and educational assistants provide individual or small group assistance in the classroom and on a withdrawal basis.   The special education staff works closely with classroom teachers to develop suitable programs and provide related materials for all ability levels.

If your child requires this type of support, you will be contacted and kept well informed.  When appropriate, suggestions as to how you can be of assistance will be provided.

Guidance 
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A guidance program, as part of the Ontario Curriculum, exists for students in kindergarten to grade eight.  Within the regular classroom, time will be given to student development, interpersonal development and career awareness.

Functions of Guidance and Career education at grade 7 and 8 include:

· counseling and direction for students having academic difficulties

· selecting courses for secondary school

· goal setting

Teachers provide a supportive environment in which students can develop interpersonal and goal-setting skills, as well as practical strategies for success.  The purpose is to foster the acceptance of self and others, and the development of interpersonal skills that help the individual become a more effective citizen.

Child and Youth Worker (CYW)
The CYW provides services for students whose school success is at risk due to social, emotional or behavioural problems.  As part of the support, the CYW implements and provides programs and services to engage students in learning and in the school community as well as support for students under suspension.

Library 
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The function of the Library is to provide physical space, resources and guidance to accommodate various types of learning activities.  Individuals, small groups, or whole classes may use the facility.  To help maintain the collection in reasonable condition, parents are encouraged to oversee the care and safe return of borrowed items.  If loaned items cannot be found, parents will be asked to assist with the cost of replacements.  Students must also return textbooks or a replacement cost will be charged.

Computer Use

Stewart Avenue has a central computer lab as well as computers available in various classrooms.
