VISION SCREENING POLICY

The Association of Lions Clubs supports the view of the Ontario Association of Optometrists (OAO) that it is important that vision problems should be detected before they can affect a child’s performance at school.

A vision screening is NOT a complete eye examination, nor is any attempt made to check the health of the eyes.  A vision screening will not identify every eye problem a child may have.  The screening is designed to identify children who have difficulty in seeing objects either close up, at a distance, or who have difficulty in making both eyes work together.

It is recommended by the OAO that a child should have a first eye examination by the age of six months, and again at age 3, should no problems be found.  The cost of annual eye examinations is borne by OHIP up to school leaving age.
