· Born on February 8, 1994 in Montreal, Quebec
· She is a world renowned Canadian jazz-pop singer and songwriter 
· She performed the Canadian song “I believe” at the 2010 Winter Olympic Games
· She has performed worldwide with artists such as Quincy Jones, Stevie Wonder, Herbie Hancock, Wyclef Jean, Celine Dion, Marvin Hamlisch, and The Count Basie Orchestra to name just a few
· She has produced and released three CD’s including;

- Nikki (2010)


- Live in Montreal (Live performance CD 2010)

· She recently finished a second studio album that is post-production and has yet to be released

· She has always had a very classic jazz style of singing, completely embracing the style. She frequently sings many styles varying from; jazz, pop, musical theatre, to even classical styles of singing.

· What makes her voice so unique is her incredibly beautiful, short, vibratto that naturally is ever-present within her voice, as well as her ability to scat, moving from notes quite quickly in a clean, pretty way
· Her voice is multi-octave and has been compared to Ella Fitzgerald by other famous performers due to it’s tone and ability
· She is also pitch-perfect
· Her voice has a very warm, buttery quality to it. Meaning that she can make it sound so smooth and inviting, perfect for jazz music
