· solve problems drawn from everyday situationprtional Reasoning, and speaking) to extend understanding of measurementn the use of decimal numbs in the use of fractions, percentages, ratios, rates, and rounding;

· solve problems drawn from everyday situations involving money including calculating salaries and hourly wages;
· make estimates and measurements to extend understanding of the Metric and Imperial systems;

· solve problems drawn from everyday situations and the workplace involving measurements of circles, rectangles, cylinders, and rectangular prisms;
· understand time zones and solve problems using the 24 hour clock;
· use literacy skills (reading, writing, listening, and communicating) to extend understanding of money sense, proportional reasoning, and measurement.
