	COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course enables students to broaden their understanding of quadratic & exponential relations, compound interest & vehicle ownership, probability & one-variable statistics, and trigonometry, with focus on applications.

ESSENTIAL LEARNINGS:
To be successful in this course, students are expected to:
· make connections between the numeric, graphical, and algebraic representations of quadratic relations, and use the connections to solve problems;
· demonstrate an understanding of exponents, and make connections between the numeric, graphical, and algebraic representations of exponential relations and solve problems involving exponential relations arising from common real-world applications;
· compare simple and compound interest, relate compound interest to exponential growth, and solve problems involving compound interest;
· compare services available from financial institutions including chequing accounts, savings accounts and credit cards, and solve problems involving the cost of making purchases on credit cards and credit in general;
· interpret information about owning and operating a vehicle and solve problems involving the common associated costs;
· solve problems involving trigonometry in acute triangles using the Pythagorean theorem, basic trigonometric ratios, sine law and the cosine law, including problems arising from common real-world applications;
· solve problems involving one-variable data by organizing, analyzing, and evaluating data;
· determine and represent experimental and theoretical probability and identify and interpret applications of both types of probability calculations.
