Walking to School….Building Independence in Children





We live in a very safe community. We can continue to keep our community safe by becoming a part of it.  Walk around in your neighbourhood with your children.  Get to know your neighbours.  Have frequent discussions with your children about people that you meet.  





Everything we do in life has some level of risk attached to it.  We can teach our children to manage the risks of walking in their neighbourhood and help them develop independence. Consider these suggestions.





Teach your children the buddy system.  Encourage them to walk with someone.  Ask your school about the Walking School Bus or visit � HYPERLINK "http://www.saferoutestoschool.ca" ��www.saferoutestoschool.ca�





Teach them about the Block Parent Program.  Walk around your neighbourhood and point out the signs.  Become a Block Parent yourself. � HYPERLINK "http://www.blockparent.ca" ��www.blockparent.ca�





Introduce your child to the crossing guard on your child’s route to school.  This is a trusted person they could approach if they need assistance.





Get to know your own neighbourhood by walking it with your child.  Point out any areas that could be a problem such as alleys or poorly lit areas. � HYPERLINK "http://www.icanwalk.ca" ��www.icanwalk.ca�








Have frequent conversations about their experiences in your neighbourhood. Walking is great exercise, improves concentration, protects the environment, builds community and fosters independence.  Remember there is no such thing as bad weather only bad clothing!








Be a good role model. Follow the same rules as you want your child to follow. You may want to cut across the street in the middle of the block, but you want your child to cross at the intersection





Eight Simple Safety Rules 


to Teach Your Children





WALK - don’t run when crossing the street. Always walk your bike, scooter or skateboard across the street.


Cross at corners, marked crosswalks or traffic lights, never in the middle of the block or from between parked cars.


STOP, LOOK AND LISTEN. Look left, then right, then left AGAIN. Wait until the car comes to a complete stop before entering the roadway.


Watch for cars turning at corners and into or out of driveways.


Always walk with a buddy.


Always walk on the sidewalk. If no sidewalk is available, walk facing oncoming cars.


Always use walking paths around the schools. NEVER walk through the parking lots.


Students should look to the school bus driver for direction when crossing the roadway. Always cross in front of the bus.�

Don’t use driveways to turn around, drive around the block.


High snowbanks reduce visibility. Watch for children!


Don’t block driveways or trail entrances when dropping off children.


Avoid dropping your children off in No Stopping and No Parking zones.


Fire hydrants must be accessible to emergency vehicles at ALL times.


Obey posted speed limits. School Zone speed limit is 40 km/hr.


Check for children walking on the sidewalk before pulling out of or into your driveway.


Encourage your children to use designated crosswalks to cross the street.


Obey the stop arm and flashing lights on school buses. Motorists coming from both directions MUST STOP. Fine = $400 to $2,000 and six demerits.








 Safety Zones





No Stopping:  Do not stop between these signs for any reason.  Fine = $45





No Parking:  You may stop to pick up or discharge students in these areas. You may not park and exit your vehicle. Fine = $25





Fire Route:  Do not park or stop between these signs.  Fire routes are designated for emergency vehicles ONLY. Fine = $81





Disabled Parking:  This sign reserves a parking space for disabled persons with a valid permit ONLY. Minimum Fine = $301





No Student Drop Off:  The ring road in front of Saginaw P.S. is a designated school bus loading zone ONLY.

Adult crossing guards are hired by the City of Cambridge to help children in Grade 6 and under across busy streets. Guards strictly follow these duty times.





Crossing Guard Etiquette





Pedestrians:


The Crossing Guard must ensure you cross safely and still allow traffic to flow.


All walkers are required to obey the Crossing Guard’s direction - your life depends on it.  Children will follow their parents’ example.





Drivers:


Stop, and remain stopped until the guard and children reach the sidewalk.


Failing to stop for a Crossing Guard can result in a fine of $110 and three demerit points.
