WHAT ARE THE SUMMER SCHOOL DATES AND TIMES?

All WRDSB Summer School courses will run from July 4 through 28th. Students are expected to be engaging in learning from
8:30am am to 3:00 pm each day. All courses will have a blend of synchronous and asynchronous learning. The schedule for each
specific class is determined by the teacher.

HOW WILL | FIND OUT MORE ABOUT MY TEACHER AND MY CLASS?

Please be sure to check your WRDSB email regularly for information regarding summer school. It is likely you will not receive
much information until late June or shortly prior to the start of the class. We appreciate your patience!

WHERE WILL MY ONLINE PLATFORM BE LOCATED?

Classes will run through the WRDSB Virtual Learning Platform D2L Brightspace. HERE is a link to the access point:

[F I AM STRUGGLING WITH ACCESSING THE COURSE, WHO CAN | GO TO FOR HELP?

Once you receive info about your classroom teacher, please send them an email and ask for help. Lastly, there will be a
Supervisor and Assistant Supervisor of summer school who could also assist.

| AM ATTENDING IN PERSON. WHAT SHOULD I EXPECT?

In person learners will be attending classes at HURON HEIGHTS S.S. in Kitchener. A bus will pick you up at 8:00AM in the WCI bus
loading zone. Please arrive at WCI for 7:50AM. The bus will return from HHSS to WCI for 3:20PM. Please visit this LINK for
more information. At Huron, you will be directed to your classroom and will spend the day there learning your course material
with your classmates. There will be a lunch break, so please bring a lunch. Your school hours will also be 8:30-3:00. Your teachers
look forward to meeting you in person!

Do not worry!!! Your summer school staff is available to help just like regular school. Send a private email to your teacher and
ask to have a chat or 1:1 google meet. Your teacher will be aware of any extra support that can be offered. Always ask if you
need help!

[ HAVE AN 1EP. HOW WILL IT WORK IN SUMMER SCHOOL?

Students with an IEP should communicate early with their classroom teacher. All students will be supported in order
to be successful in their courses! You will have a Special Education Resource Teacher who will be connected with your
class. That teacher will also get in touch through email and will be available to help you manage your IEP needs.

They will put you in touch with Summer IT
support.

WILL THERE BE EXAMS AT SUMMER SCHOOL?

No, there will not be any exams. Your teachers will look at products, observations and conversations when determining your
mark. Products are the tasks and assessments you submit, observations are your involvement in the class and conversations are
showing what you know through chatting with your teacher. All of these can be used to determine a grade.

WHEN WILL | RECEIVE MY REPORT CARD AND FINAL GRADE?

Your classroom teacher will provide grade updates throughout the course and at the end. Report cards take time to be
generated and usually arrive at the end of summer via mail.

WHERE CAN I LOOK FOR INFORMATION IN THE SUMMER?

MY COURSE IS WITH A SCHOOL BOARD THAT IS NOT WRDSB? HOW WILL MINE WORK?

You will still receive info and updates through your WRDSB email as that is the one used for enroliment. As well, you will use the
same Virtual Learning Environment as the one mentioned above. Use the “My Courses in other Orgs” widget on the Brightspace
homepage to see your summer class.
