	TWO of the following elements have been successfully incorporated into the self-portrait:  the artist’s style, a background from one of the artist’s famous paintings and a “pose” found in one of the artist’s paintings.  The two chosen elements have been accurately reproduced so that the essence of the famous artist has been successfully captured.

	The self-portrait is accurately drawn and well-proportioned; it successfully captures the essence of the student and has been developed with care and creativity.

	The background of the painting complements the self-portrait and incorporates elements that either capture the essence of the famous artist or the student; significant effort has been taken to develop the details and content of the background

	The composition reveals a knowledge of the principles and elements of design; composition rules have been applied such as the rule of thirds, odds, eye path, eye flow, and intervals; the background and self-portrait are unified and harmonious.

	An appropriate colour scheme is used to unify the self-portrait with the other elements of the painting.  An under painting has been completed and there is evidence of 5 distinct values in the self-portrait; an understanding of colour theory is illustrated through the chosen colour scheme.

	The paint is applied neatly and effectively to mimic the style or essence of the chosen artist.  A wide range of tints and shades are used to create value and depth.
